ÅTo the extent they are able, parents have the 

primary responsibility to pay for their dependent 

childrenôs education.

ÅStudents also have a responsibility to contribute 

to their educational costs.

ÅFamilies should be evaluated in their present 

financial condition.



Principles of Financial Aid

ÅA familyôs ability to pay for educational costs 

must be evaluated in an equitable and 

consistent manner, recognizing that special 

circumstances can and do affect their ability to 

pay.



Goal of the Financial Aid Office

ÅOur primary goal is to assist students in 

paying for their education and is achieved 

by:
ïEvaluating the familyôs ability to pay for educational 

costs.

ïDistributing limited resources in an equitable manner.



Eligibility Requirements

ÅMust be enrolled or accepted for enrollment

ÅMust be pursuing a degree or teacher certificate

ÅMust be a U.S. citizen or eligible non-citizen

ÅMust comply with Selective Service registration 

(if you are a male aged 18-25)



Eligibility Requirements

ÅYou may not be eligible to receive federal student 

aid if you have been convicted under federal or 

state law of selling or possessing illegal drugs.

Eligibility Requirements

ÅMust have a valid Social Security Number

ÅMay not be in default on a federal student loan

ÅMay not owe repayment of a federal grant

ÅMust be making satisfactory academic progress 

as defined by the school
